St Peter's Seminary: A new life for Scotland's grefest modernist ruin

For 30 years, one of the world’s most architedlyranportant buildings has stood neglected on
Scotland’s west coast, falling inexorably into disair.

Yet, perversely, the ruination of the former StdPe Seminary at Cardross has only enhanced its
legend and its sense of presence. This remarkablerete citadel of modernism was designed by reedwn
Glasgow architects Isi Metzstein and Andy MacMilkantrain student priests in the solitude of thgdel
coast.

However, it served in this intended capacity falyoa few years as the church changed policy and
student numbers dwindled. It stayed in the businéssiving souls by becoming a drug rehabilitatentre
for a short time until that too closed its doord abandoned.

Over three decades of neglect, it became a tetoplgraffiti artists and a playground for urban
explorers, giving free rein to the imaginationsboth. It was ravaged by fire, theft and vandalisttacked
by rhododendron, finally being brought to its knbgghe unrelenting onslaught of the Scottish wesath

Now, almost exactly 50 years since it was bulie building has been reborn as the venue for
Hinterland, a public arts project as daring andirative as the building itself.
Under the leadership of NVA, a company dedicatec&dfirming people's connection to their enviromtse
— natural and man-made — they intend to rebuildctieel and much of the rest of the building taioal
plans, albeit with more modern and more suitableerals.
The £4.2 million in funds secured from the Heritdgetery Fund and Creative Scotland will enablesthi
renovation while also stabilising the more ruinedcures to maintain their existence.
