ITINERAIRE CULTURE —DURATION: 15 DAYS

include art and culture in the public space, cooperation and
creation in the French-speaking world, audience outreach and
development, the new challenges of digital creation...
Objectives: To meet with French professionals and discover
cultural institutions, gain insight into our policies, exchange on
best practices, establish useful contacts and create an inter-
national exchange network.

Long-term immersion and professional residency program in
cultural institutions or local communities.

Objectives: To develop a concrete cooperation project, to
finetune specific skills and to acquire detailed knowledge of a
French institution and its practices.
